Growing Industrialism that was fueled by
“King Cotton”. Cotton is the America’s major
export. 1850: Mass production begins.
Increased immigration results in cheaper labor.
With western exploration new resources and
assets are available to industrialists.

“King Cotton” drives everything. Constant
search for new fertile lands (and new slave
states). All capital is invested in more land,
and more slaves ($1800 for a prime field hand
by 1860). Only 15% of southern purchases are

from the South. Slavery = 50% of pop.

TRANSPORTATION

Transcontinental RR by 1869. 30,000 miles of
US track laid by 1860. US Clipper ships are
the fastest in the world. Steam engines cross
the Atlantic in 1840. Admiral Perry forces
open Japan trade in 1859. The Federal gov’t
gives huge land grants to private RR co’s to
expand. DOWNSTREAM PRODUCTION: as
one industry grows, others sprout up to support
it, and sell it material.

Relied almost exclusively on river and road for
internal transportation, and the port of New
Orleans for external. Too a large degree
Southern whites are srif-sufficient. RR’s are
mainly used to connect plantations to rivers.

SErTLEMENT

Urbanization increases. Western expansion
increases. California booms. Population
booms. Increasing middle-class. Economic

prosperity

RURAL, with western migration important

PorsTicS

The Supreme Court makes consistant rulings
enciuraging entrepreneurs to invest in capital
improvements and expansion. Northerners see
a chance to unite voters under the issue of
slavery (one more chance to wipe out the
Democrats). Political rhetoric and partisanship
reaches an all time high. Sectionalism
increases.
